Course: Francais 9(EFI)

Course Description

 Level of Instruction: Intermediate
Intermediate Français is a language development program which helps students enhance French language skills aquired at previous levels. Critical literacy is the foces as students explore a variety of text types (narrative, explanatory, argumentative, poetic, persuasive and informational). Students engage in activities in the areas of oral communication, listening and reading comprehension and written production. Referring to various types of oral and written texts on current issues, the program develops and consolidates students’ literacy skills and provides insight into the cultural and linguistic reality of francophones in Canada.

Curriculum Overview:

Students in Français Early French immersion will use the four modules in the Haut et fort series which is a joint initiative undertaken by language Programs and Les Editions de la Chenelière. In the série verte students will enhance, truth in information texts, the traits of a hero, and the power of words.

Français 9 is completed by students in the grade 9 year of early French Immersion.
